Welcome to an exciting year of dance! To make this season a most enjoyable one for everyone, please note our studio policies:

· All students must come to class in proper attire and footwear (if you’re not sure, please ask your teacher). Hair must be worn up and students MUST follow the dress code for each class. Students who do not comply will not be admitted to class.
· Please help keep our studio clean! Please remove all trash from the lobby and studio. Only water bottles are permitted in studio.

· We do not follow any school district calendar. Our planned studio closings are as follows: Thursday, November 24 and Friday November 25,, 2011 (Thanksgiving); Saturday, December 24, 2011 to Sunday January 1, 2012 (Holidays/Winter Break); Saturday April 7, 2012 to Friday April 13, 2012 (Spring Break), and Monday May 28, 2012 (Memorial Day). 
· Picture Days will be Saturday March 24 and Sunday March 25 (Schedule to follow)
· Our annual dress rehearsal and recital is tentatively Friday June 22, 2012 (rehearsal) and Saturday June 23, 2012 (recital) at Raritan High School in Hazlet.

· Bring a Friend to Class: Monday October 17, 2011 to Saturday October 22, 2011. 

· Parent class observation: Monday December 12 through Saturday December 17, 2011. Bring a camera and a smile!

· Level placements for dancers 8 and up will take place June 4 through June 9.

· In the event you are unable to attend your scheduled class, or if your class is cancelled due to inclement weather, you may attend another class as a make up. Please understand that these classes are available at no additional cost and refunds for missed or cancelled classes cannot be issued.

· Costumes for our recital will be ordered in December. Please understand that costumes are non refundable. 

· Excessive Absence Policy for Levels 1-4: Our teachers and students work hard to put on a great recital and attendance to class to learn choreography is important. Students in Levels 1-4 are allowed 8 misses before they are in danger of being removed from dances. From Sept to Dec, misses can be made up and brought to zero. However, January through June, attendance is critical for dances and it is in their best interest that they attend class. Therefore, misses during this time frame will be counted and more than 8 may result in removal from the dance.
